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INTRODUCTION

In the business world, on-going competition for precious budget dollars means that any
proposed expenditures will be expected to demonstrate a measurable return on investment.
As profitability pressures mount, spending measures are evaluated for potential increases to
revenue, cost reductions and the overall impact on business operations.

In school districts, however, the budget allocation process may not be quite as clear. To
ensure maximum benefit to children, school budgets should be allocated toward programs
and services that can demonstrate measurable improvements in student and/or school
performance.

Where budget dollars are not accessible, grant money may be available to supplement
spending on incremental programs and services that enhance the studentsO learning
opportunities. Unfortunately, the main reason many schools donOt receive grant money is
because they never apply for it.

We hope this document is useful in helping you find additional sources of funding and to write
effective grants to support bringing Classroom Audio Technology into your school district.

Here are some tips for undertaking the process of seeking and applying for grants.

* A key to obtaining grant money for your school is to make sure the grants you apply for
match up well with the needs of your school. If your need does not align with the
grantorOs philosophy, mission and giving trek record, your time is better suited to
channeling energies and resources to grantors who do sync up.

* Use a database or service that has compiled or collected information for grant seekers
that will allow you to spend a maximum amount of time completing grant applications and
minimal time researching for grants that are a fit for your school. There are free
resources, such as Foundation Center (http://foundationcenter.org /). Nonprofit Resource
Centers in most local city/county libraries or nominal fee-based subscriptions such as
School Funding Center http://www.schoolfundingcenter.info __ are readily available.

* Although grants are more plentiful in the Fall than any other time of the year, many
foundations review grant applications two, three and even four times per year. 1tOs best to
write multiple grants to ensure you get funding from at least one or two of the grant
sources. Get others involved - recruit and train several people to write grants at your
school. Working on a grant application at all times--in fact, several of themNwill really
make a difference and guarantee some level of success.

* Ifitis a matter of manpower in seeking/writing grants, consider using professional grant
writers D either fee or contingency based depending on the situation. (An up-front fee is
paid to write a contingency based grant. Only if grant money is awarded, the grant writer
is paid a percentage based on the amount of grant money received. This money cannot
come from the grant itself. Other terms and conditions may apply.) Another approach is
to garner assistance b in partor in full B from the American Grant Writers Association or
other similar organizations. (Check out their website for a full description of services
offered http://www.agwa.us/Services.htm _.)

* Partner with other schools/districts, community service groups and private
individuals/businesses to leverage the writing and/or winning of funds and grants.

The Appendix, OFunding Sources Website ListingContains a listings of grant opportunities,
current as of the date of this publication, that are available at all levels from federal, state and
local governments, businesses and civic groups, consortiums and associations, and national
and corporate foundations. Other sections include websites that offer tips, myth debunking,
etc. as well as other ways to raise funding for technology improvements.

If you are new to the grant-writing world, one of the key assets to successful grant writing is
the ability to network with others. Finding a mentor may involve contacting grant writers at
within your own school district who have been writing grant proposals for some time and
asking if one of them would consider acting as your mentor and/or there may be someone
from another school district able to provide such guidance. Or contact a well-known grant-
writing consultant to ask if he/she would serve as a mentor. Also consider contacting your
local chapter of Association for Fundraising Professionals to inquire if a mentoring program
or service is offered online to non-profit organizations.

GRANT WRITING

There are hundreds of books written for the novice on the subject of grant writing. So to save
you some time, here are a few recommendations: Getting Funded, The Complete Guide to
Writing Grant Proposals by Mary Hall & Susan Howlett; Demystifying Grant Seeking by
Brown & Brown; Storytelling for Grant Seekers by Cheryl A. Clarke; An easy, smart guide to
Getting a Grant by Barbara Loos; Grant Writing for Dummies by Bev Browning. They can be
found on popular internet book sites (Amazon, Barnes & Noble, Borders) as well as local
bookstores and libraries.

The 2nd section in the Appendix, OGrant Wring SourcesO, offers a listing of numerous
websites that may prove helpful in providing advice and help for those new at the grant
writing process. Here are 5 major tips for writing grants:

Research grants being offered to find those that best fit for your organization

Follow the directions of the Grantor explicitly

Do not add fluff or filler in your application documents; be clean, concise and to the point
Leave no part of the application blank

Proofread several times over, e.g., solicit the aid of an objective person to review. If
guestions arise, need to incorporate the answer into your grant document.

FEDERAL and STATE RESOURCES

FEDERAL

Many schools have after-school programs and community learning centers during non-school
hours. Because these include extended hours of teaching, Classroom Audio Technology
(CAT) will also be helpful. Combining the resources of the daily programs and these off-hour
programs can provide funds for the school to amplify more classrooms. Additional
information on this funding resource is available. See the section of this document
OSupplementary InformationO and the Appendix fanore data on how to solicit and win funds
for after-school programs.

21° Century Community Learning Centers: http://www.ed.gov/programs/21stcclc/index.html
These are the only federally funded programs that are dedicated specifically for out-of-school
time programming. These programs provide extended learning opportunities for schools with
students that fit the designated low-income students in high numbers as a part of the No
Child Left Behind Act.

94-142 Special Education Funds (IDEA Money): !http://idea.ed.qov/ "These funds are
government administered through each state. Typically each school can decide what to do
with these monies and the amount of allotment is based on the number of students receiving
special education services. This funding is also known as IDEA money. The purpose of 94-
142 or IDEA money is to provide education for all children with identified learning challenges
and assure that this education is available to them within a specific period of time. This
money is used to provide the student a free and appropriate public education emphasizing
special education and related services to meet the unique needs of the student. IDEA funds
are largely used for intervention products that can and often does include Classroom Audio
Technology (CAT) as research supports its cost savings and positive impact upon special
education classes and students. This cost saving is shown in the number of reductions in
special education referrals, keeping more students with their peers in regular ed classrooms
(Long/Flexer).

Community Development Block Grant (CDBG):
http://www.hud.gov/offices/cpd/communitydevelopment/programs/ CDBG funds are typically
administered at the municipal level. These may fund out-of-school programs via
improvements, provision of programs, services and activities for youth involvement. By
expanding studentsO opportunitiego learn and understand the phonetics and phonemics of
language and reading, administrators may see the value of CAT for not only regular day
school, but also after hours instruction. Such a partnership will result in expanded economic
opportunities for those who attend the school, frequently economically disadvantaged
children and their parents.

Influencing the allocation of CDBG may involve significant work; networking, research and
constituency building all will be necessary. A realistic assessment of the time and effort that
may be involved should be taken, as is the need to remain sensitive to the political realities of
your community. Because of the large and stable base of resources that CDBG offers, time
and effort spent influencing the allocation of its resources may prove well worth your efforts.
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Early Reading First Grants: $tp:/www.ed.gov/programs/earlyreading/index.html___ $&arly Reading
First, part of the President's "Good Start, Grow Smart" initiative, is designed to transform
existing early education programs into centers of excellence that provide high-quality, early
education to young children, especially those from low-income families. The overall purpose
of the Early Reading First Program is to prepare young children to enter kindergarten with the
necessary language, cognitive, and early reading skills to prevent reading difficulties and
ensure school success. Over $106M in grants have been awarded this school year.

CAT meets the following guidelines for ERG monies:

» Raising the caliber and quality of classroom instruction by improving the acoustical
environment and improving children’s ability to learn.

= Basing instruction on scientifically proven methods. (CAT has had proven research
results for over 30 years.)

Educational Improvement Act (EIA) Grants:

1984 sought to improve classroom instruction, in part, by establishing the teacher grant
program. The purpose of the teacher grant program as prescribed in the EIA is to improve
teaching practices and procedures. The funded applications represented many excellent
examples of instructional improvement strategies used by teachers to assist students in
achieving high standards of learning and development. See your local or state agencies for
specifics of how the EIA Grants are awarded and distributed.

PEP Grant (Carol M.White Physical Education Program ):
http://www.ed.gov/programs/whitephysed/index.html _PEP Grants are sources of federal money
for physical education programs. Amplification has been shown to greatly aid Physical
Education instructors, especially in noisy indoor and outdoor environments. Grants are
awarded to Local Education Agencies (LEA) and Community-Based Organizations (CBO) to
pay the federal share of the costs for initiating, expanding or improving physical education
programs (including after-school programs) for kindergarten through 12th grade.

Preparing Tomorrows Teachers To Use Technology Program (PT3): $$
http://www.ed.gov/programs/teachtech/index.html__$$The Department of Education's Preparing
Tomorrow's Teachers to Use Technology (PT3) grant program addresses a growing
challenge in modern education: nearly all elementary and secondary schools are now wired
to the Internet, but most teachers still feel uncomfortable using technology in their teaching.”
Classroom Audio Technology (CAT) in the computer lab and regular ed classrooms allow
teachers to receive the benefit of this new technology as well as provide the benefit to their
students. Lightspeed products work in conjunction with other equipment such as audio
visual, stereo equipment for the hearing impaired student, allowing their audio to be amplified
throughout the classroom.$

Reading First Program:  http://www.ed.gov/programs/readingfirst/index.html This program
focuses on putting proven methods of early reading instruction in classrooms. Through
Reading First, states and districts receive support to apply scientifically based reading
research—and the proven instructional and assessment tools consistent with this research—
to ensure that all children learn to read well by the end of third grade. The program provides
formula grants to states that submit an approved application. SEAs award subgrants to
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eligible LEAs on a competitive basis. SEAs fund those proposals that show the most promise
for raising student achievement and for successful implementation of reading instruction,
particularly at the classroom level. Only programs that are founded on scientifically based
reading research are eligible for funding through Reading First. Funds are allocated to states
according to the proportion of children age 5 to 17 who reside within the state and who are
from families with incomes below the poverty line. The Department is authorized to reserve
0.5% of Reading First funds for awards to the outlying areas (American Samoa, Guam, the
Northern Mariana Islands and the U.S. Virgin Islands) and 0.5% to be awarded to the Bureau
of Indian Affairs. The Department also is authorized to reserve up to 2.5% for national
activities and program evaluation and $5 million for information dissemination activities.

Title I: http://www.ed.gov/programsititleiparta/index.htm| Title | is the largest federally funded
educational program in history and supplements the local and state education funds. The
purpose of Title | is to assist educationally disadvantaged children to learn subjects to high
standards, particularly those residing in high-poverty areas. Available funds are dependent
on regional household income data. Because of the supporting research demonstrating the
advantages of Classroom Audio Technology (CAT) for regular ed students, CAT is often
purchased with Title | funds. Research performed by the Department of Education (MARRS
Study) has demonstrated that the presence of CAT helps students succeed in the regular
classroom by aiding in the development of basic and advanced skills in reading and math.
Decisions for the allotment of this funding are typically made at the district level vs the local
school level.

Title Il Part D (Enhancing Education Through Technology (Ed-Tech) State Program):
http://www.ed.gov/policy/elsec/leg/esea02/pg34.html This grant has been implemented to support
improvement in: 1) student academic achievement via the use of technology in elementary
and secondary schools; 2) assisting students of all ethnicities, geographies and physical
abilities to become literate in technology by the end of their eighth grade; and 3) encouraging
the integration of technology and its resources with professional development and curriculum
developed research-based instructional methods that may be widely replicated in other
classrooms.

Citing legislation she authored called the Achievement Through Technology and Innovation
(ATTAIN) Act, Congresswoman Lucille Roybal-Allard (CA-34) testified in May, 2007, before
the Committee on Education and Labor about the importance of using technology in the
classroom to help students do better in school. The congresswomanOs legislation provides
federal funding to help schools that serve disadvantaged and low-income students purchase
computers, software and other technology. The measure ensures adequate teacher training
in the use of technology to teach students and puts in place standards to ensure all students
are technologically literate by the 8th grade. The bill also requires that states provide
guidance to districts on how to ensure that schools have access to the most up-to-date
computers and software. Finally, the ATTAIN Act calls for research initiatives to determine

the effectiveness of the new technology program at the state and national levels.

Title IV Part B:  http://www.ed.gov/policy/elsec/leg/esea02/pg55.html The purpose of this part is
to provide opportunities for communities to establish or expand activities in community
learning centers that N1) provi de opportunities for academic enrichment, including providing
tutorial services to help students, particularly students who attend low-performing schools, to
meet State and local student academic achievement standards in core academic subjects
such as reading and mathematics; 2) offer students a broad array of additional services,
programs, and activities, such as youth development activities, drug and violence prevention
programs, counseling programs, art, music, and recreation programs, technology education
programs and character education programs, that are designed to reinforce and complement
the regular academic program of participating students; and 3) offer families of students
served by community learning centers opportunities for literacy and related educational
development.

Title V: http:/iwww.k12.wa.us/TitleVpartA/default.aspx  The purpose is to support local education
reform efforts consistent with statewide education reform. It also provides funding to enable
state and local educational agencies to implement promising educational reform programs
based on scientifically based research. Because Classroom Audio Technology (CAT) has
been supported by several scientific research studies, it enables you to apply for Title V
funding to support the purchase and implementation of CAT in your school.

States may use funds for inter-state distance learning partnerships, data decision support
systems and even forming public-private partnerships that support activities such as interest-
free loans.

Reading Intervention Grants are available in most states. Check with your state Department
of Education to find out the specific details. The purpose of state grants is to improve the
reading skills for students with disabilities in low performing schools. Reading grants that
focus on the ability to increase phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary and
comprehension are excellent resources for CAT funding.

Utah: www.100percentforkids.com  Utah credit unions, both large and small, have been
assisting public education in various ways for years. In 2002, 100% for Kids - Utah Credit
Union Education Foundation - was formed to build on our strong commitment to education
and pool our resources to provide assistance where it is needed most, in the individual
classroom. One hundred percent of the funds donated are being distributed throughout the
year and go directly to teachers in the classroom.

Wisconsin:  www.dpi.wi.gov/sage/  Student Achievement Guarantee in Education program
(SAGE) was created in 1995, based upon the work of a special task force appointed by the
State Superintendent of Public Instruction to study the condition of urban education in
Wisconsin. CAT has been initiated in schools and paid for with SAGE money. Amplification
has been successfully combined with teaching programs that have been shown to assist with
guarantying academic achievement for needy children. The implementation of CAT, lower
class sizes, rigorous curricula, and increased professional development for educators has
been shown to increase the test scores in SAGE classes as compared to regular education
classrooms that are not participating in the SAGE program.

Wisconsin received $224M in the Microsoft settlement. The public, tribal, and Bureau of
Indian Affairs (BIA) schools with at least 50% of their students qualifying for the federal free
and reduced-price school lunch programs will receive 50% of the unclaimed vouchers that
consumers do not process. Eligible schools will receive vouchers to use on a wide variety of
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computer hardware, software, and professional development services. These vouchers must
be turned in for reimbursement by November 14, 2010. The Voucher program is managed by
a third party known as the Settlement Claims Administrator (SCA). For Wisconsin, the SCA is
Rust Consulting, Inc. The amount of Cy Pres (the fund established for the schools) funding
remaining for schools in other settlement states has averaged 60%. For Wisconsin schools,
this could mean as much as $134,337,600. The funds will be distributed in two phases. The
first started in 2006; the second will be in 2011 or 2012, depending on how quickly the
Settlement Claims Administrators process the unclaimed funds and allocate them to the
schools. This second distribution will be to public, tribal, and Bureau of Indian Affairs schools,
where greater than 33 1/3% of the students enrolled are eligible to receive free and reduced

After School Programs:

In the U.S. more than 79% of mothers with children between the ages of 6 and 13 are in the
labor force. More and more children are in need of a place to go before and after hours of
school, as well as during holidays and summer vacation.

Classroom Audio Technology (CAT) can be used with programs held after hours at school.
Developing a partnership with your internal organization that supports these programs will
likely help deliver funding. Many grants and funding sources are applicable for both times of
the school day, so after school programs may open up new funding opportunities. Through
diligent planning of how you fund your programs at your school  you may find more money
is available to help create a more sustainable base of funding and increasing your schoolOs
program capacity.

Educators continue to face decreased budgets while attempting to increase performance of
their schools and students. They are on the lookout for real and creative solutions for helping
their students meet the educational standards set for them. Through the addition of a before
or after school program to their dayOs activities, the studnts learning environment and
experiences increase. Combined with CAT as a teaching tool, the benefits should help to
alleviate their pressure on meeting the targeted yearly progress goals.

Out of school time programs focus on the activities of school age children during the morning
or afternoon hours when school is not in session. The sponsorship of these programs comes
from a variety of sources, local government entities, parks and recreation associations and
non-profit organizations.

Because these activities often involve a school classroom, gym or auditorium area, the
participants will very likely benefit from CAT or other types of amplification. (See
LightspeedOs product list for examles of other types of amplification equipment available.)

What type of support is available?
State Support:: Federal government programs, which provide support of after school

programs, have increased dramatically over the years and state support has followed suit.
One of the largest programs for this is in the State of California. Their new After School
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Education and Safety Program is supported by the passage of Proposition 49 in 2002. This
support increased from $100 million to $550 million. This has occurred similarly in many
other states that have increased their state funding of similar programs of their own.

Building Partnerships:  Partnerships with key members of your community can enable you
to find funding through them and may increase your contacts that may, likewise, provide
resources as well B NETWORKING! Additional partnerships with other programs that may
benefit from CAT (after school or adult education programs) may partner with you while
applying for grant monies that are applicable for either program. This expands your resource
base of funding for both programs.

Create More Flexibility in Existing Categorical Fundings: By coordinating funding
streams and aligning program requirements that minimize the difficulties of qualifying
recipients and tracking funds allocation and reporting strategies will result in the promotion of
more flexibility in funding systems. This is a strategy that is pursued at the highest levels of
the state and results in efficient spending of resources.

Create New Dedicated Revenue Streams:  Creation of new or revamping old revenue
streams for specific purposes is an additional way to fund projects. These funds typically are
generated by fundraising, unrelated business income or even fees charged for services.
Special taxes, levies or trust funds may also be a source of revenue streams. Program
leaders seeking a funding strategy should select the options that are most likely to have a
significant payoff B manage your time wisely to get the most benefit out of your investment.
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Logical Modeling: A white paper called "The Logic Model," by Augustine ("Gus") Wilhemy,
provides a simple, easy-to-understand description of the premise and the benefits of the logic
model. Wilhemy is an expert in nonprofit giving and a logic model analyst. For the last six
years, he has matched nonprofit projects to major donors' needs and desires. The Logical
Model helps to organize the goals, objectives, and evaluation components of proposals,
while providing a comprehensive model that can be used as a part of the grants
management process. The logic model can be explained as a picture of how your
organization does its work; the theory and assumptions underlying your programs. An
effective logic model links your intended outcomes (both short- and long-term goals and
objectives) with project activities.

Make Better Use of Existing Resources:  Take some time to ensure that current resources
are spent as efficiently as possible. Are as many children benefiting from the services that
are being offered under Title !? CAT benefits all students. How does this weigh against
current solutions in place for current spending? Take advantage of economies of scale, i.e.,
bids and contracts.

Maximize Federal Revenues: Make sure that you have a firm grasp on the federal
resources that are available to you and your school. Having a good understanding of what is
available will enable you to help your dollars go farther and the appropriate projects receive
all the funding available for them. Understanding the decision makers, how and when
funding is distributed, as well as developing a plan for using these funds, all will help.

Partnerships With School Leaders:

some guidelines for overcoming some of the resistance you may find when presenting to
your school leaders.

I Highlight the important, documented results that a school can expect as a result of
Classroom Audio Technology. If you are not fully aware of the research performed, check
with your local Lightspeed Representative or Lightspeed headquarters for more
information.

In 2006, a speech pathologist at Faris Elementary, Hutchinson, KS, applied and received
a $500 grant through the Hutchinson Community foundation to pilot a CAT system in one
3rd grade classroom. With the success of the pilot program, the remaining classrooms
were equipped using Title | funding.

Alachua County School District, Florida, was awarded a grant through Reading First/Title
|. The funding supported the purchase of more than 300 CAT systems over a two-year
period.

Central auditory
processing disorders, minimal hearing loss due to otitis media, unilateral hearing loss and
hearing students all benefited.

I Long, Stephanie & Flexer, C (2001) Sound Field Amplification for All. ADVANCE for
Speech-Language Pathologists & Audiologist, July 9, 2001, pp. 10-11. The study showed
that using classroom amplification systems in all regular elementary education
classrooms after a period of 8 months resulted in a significant decrease in referrals for
special education. A drop from 7.7% referral rate to 4.6% (amounting to a cost savings
for the school).
